We will 
always try to honor music requests.  Books  - You cannot copy an entire book.  You may copy one chapter of a book.  We 
buy multiple copies of books.  When you request a book title, please indicate the number of copies needed.  We usually 
buy 30 copies but honor requests for larger amounts 75-100.
